 Members of the Multi-Million Dollar Advocates Forum must be a Life Members of the 
Million Dollar Advocates Forum and must have acted as principal counsel in at least one case, 
which has resulted in a multi-million dollar verdict, award, or settlement.  Mr. Gray has been 
approved for membership in both the Million Dollar Advocates Forum and the Multi-Million 
Dollar Advocates Forum. 
 

Trae Gray is a natural resources trial lawyer with a nationwide practice focusing on oil 
and gas, water, condemnation, environmental, and other landowner related matters.
